Discussion course and to develop research skills through the use of challenge-based 

learning. Topics will be examined in an active-learning environment where the students will 

discuss current topics in depth and carry out research to gain a better understanding of the 

issues associated with each topic. Students are expected to work collaboratively on the 

various projects, then share their findings with class members using presentations and 

discussions in order to offer ways to resolve or better understand the challenges that each 

topic faces.
