« Then, you will be required to memorize these explanations, practice them to the extent that
you can deliver them smoothly, add additional information, and be able to respond to any
questions.

« In class you will be given many practical activities through which you can practice and
further refine your skills. Please note that the specific topics to be covered and the amount
of time to be spent on each topic may be revised as the semester progresses.
